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Understanding Phonological Awareness 
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intent: 
The intent of this activity is to enhance the participants’ abilities to differentiate among the following phonological awareness skills: orally blends words, orally blends syllables, orally deletes words, orally deletes syllables, uses pictures to blend onsets or rimes, uses pictures to delete onsets, and uses pictures to blend phonemes.

OUTCOMES: 
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Participants’ abilities to differentiate among a variety of phonological awareness skills will be enhanced.
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Materials Required: 

· Preschool Learning Foundations for reference
· Phonological Awareness Matching Activity handout

· Phonological Awareness Matching Activity Answer Key handout

TIME: 15 minutes
 (Less time if doing it all together – see options section)
PROCESS
· Ask participants to find the Phonological Activity Matching handout in their folders.

· At their tables, have participants explore the phonological awareness activities in the handout, writing the number of each activity next to the skill it supports. 
· When all groups have finished, ask participants to share their answers.
· Provide each table group with a folder containing the Phonological Awareness Matching Activity Answer Key handouts for participants to take home.

OPTIONS:

· If it seems that this activity might be challenging for the audience, it can be completed as a large group activity.
SUMMARY POINTS: 

· It is important to keep in mind that phonological awareness activities are oral activities.  
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
