Activity 5
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Encouraging and Engaging Phonological Awareness 
Throughout the Day
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intent: 

The intent of this activity is to have participants think about embedding opportunities to develop phonological awareness throughout the entire daily routine. 

OUTCOMES: 
Participants will become familiar with techniques that can be used to embed opportunities for children to develop phonological awareness skills and knowledge throughout all parts of the program day.
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Materials Required:  Handout 11: Encouraging and Engaging Phonological Awareness Throughout the Day
                                                                                         Time: 10-15 minutes

Process: 

· Give each participant a copy of Handout 11: Encouraging and Engaging Phonological Awareness Throughout the Day. 
· Ask each table team to jot down ideas on how to infuse phonological awareness opportunities through the day. 
· Direct them to page 137-140 in the Preschool Curriculum Framework (PCF) to help stimulate their thinking. Model the activity by saying, “Let’s look for an example. 
· Think about transitions in your own classroom. How might you embed phonological awareness activities into the different transitions you use throughout the daily routine?”
· Give participants 10 minutes to jot down their ideas. Ask each group to share out their three best ideas. 

SUMMARY: 
Phonological awareness opportunities do not need to be limited to one specific moment in the classroom day. Think creatively on how to infuse phonological awareness activities throughout the daily routine. 
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
