ACTIVITY 3
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Let’s Face It, “Talk Counts!”
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intent: 
Experience a new art activity and identify the importance of teacher conversation in enhancing the visual art experience.
OUTCOME: 

Participants think intentionally about new art experiences as they are facilitated through teacher language interactions.
Materials Required: 

· [image: image5.emf]White drawing paper
· Crayons, colored pencils, chalk, markers
· Scissors
· White glue
· PowerPoint
· Handout 4: Talking to Young Children About Art
· Chart paper
Time: 20 minutes
Process: 

Introduction:
· Front-load participants by sharing the Picasso PowerPoint slide.
· Share that Picasso is one of the most famous artists of all time. He was a child prodigy and became famous for an art style called Cubism in which paintings resemble broken glass. 
· Tell participants that we will create Cubist drawings today. Then we will enhance this experience by practicing teacher language interactions with the drawings. 
Part 1:

· Invite participants to get into partners and use the art materials at their table (white paper, pencils, crayons, makers, etc.) to draw face portraits of each other. (5-8 minutes)
· When participants have finished, have them cut their portraits up into “broken glass” sections. 
· Mix up the sections and glue them on the second piece of paper, creating a cubist broken glass portrait.
Part 2: 
· Highlight the Preschool Curriculum Framework interaction and strategy around language. 
· Invite participants to practice enhancing the art experience through teacher talk. 
· Ask participants to list all of the natural things they discussed with their partner while creating their portraits.
· Have participants use Handout 4: Talking to Young Children About Art

and circle three new things they would like to focus on in this activity.

· To push their limits, ask them to choose things they may not naturally talk about.
· We will now role-play (one person as the student and one as the teacher).
· The teacher will use Handout 4: Talking to Young Children About Art and the three items circled to facilitate conversation.
· The student will engage with the teacher and expand as they feel necessary. Ready, go! (2-3 minutes)
· Now switch roles. Ready, go! (2-3 minutes)
· Remind presenters to talk about the substrand 1.1 so that teachers make the connections to notice, respond and engage-- and understand the reason this activity supports using the elements of art in their conversations with children.
· Take a moment and quietly think about this experience. What are you going to take away?
· Chart responses at front of room.

· Participants can chart responses on their Painter’s Pallet, handout 3.
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
