ACTIVITY 4
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The Art of Double Dipping with Play Dough
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intent: 

Take an everyday preschool experience (working with play dough) and enhance the intentionality of the activity through opportunities in visual art as well other cognitive domains (language, literacy, math, science, etc.). 

OUTCOME: 

Engage in play and use a curriculum web with two intentional goals (visual art and language, literacy, math, or science). 
[image: image5.emf]Materials Required: 

· Play dough and materials (sticks, molds, rollers, cutting utensils, etc.)
· Markers
· Chart paper
· PowerPoint
· Preschool Learning Foundations (PLF), Volume 2

· Preschool Curriculum Framework (PCF), Volume 2
Time: 15 minutes
Process: 

1. Invite participants to choose partners, find play dough, and begin “playing.” 
2. While they are playing, ask participants to observe what strands the play dough enables them to experience (notice, respond, and engage, develop skills, etc.).
· Roll the domain dice.
· As a group, participants choose a substrand of the visual art domain, combining it with the domain their dice landed on to plan an intentional learning opportunity for children. 

· The learning opportunity should enhance both the visual art substrand they chose and the domain they rolled. 

· Once participants have designed an art activity, have them review all the teacher strategies used and add one strategy to specifically support a child in their classroom who:

· Has sensory integration needs
· Has language development needs
· Is developing English as a second language (Specify for which stage of language development this might be most beneficial.)
· Participants chart the learning opportunity on their chart paper. (Be ready to share-out with the group.)
Share-out options: 
· Invite each table to share-out their learning opportunity.
· Ask table groups to hang up charts around the room and invite participants to do a gallery walk.

· Roll a domain dice and then invite one group per domain to share out their learning opportunity.
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
