ACTIVITY 2
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Guiding Principles—Each One Teach One

intent: The intent of this activity is to have participants become familiar with the Guiding Principles. 
OUTCOME: Participants will interact with each other to analyze the Guiding Principles.
Materials Required: 

· [image: image5.wmf][image: image6.wmf]Paintbrushes with one Guiding Principle taped on each (one for each participant)
· (Alternative) Visual and Performing Arts Guiding Principles section of Preschool Curriculum Framework, Volume 2
Time: 20 minutes

Process: 

Ask participants to take the following steps:
· Find a paintbrush with one principle taped to it. 
· Read that guiding principle paragraph and then go find someone with a different principle and share with each other. 
· Switch brushes and find a new person with whom to share.

· Repeat the process 3-5 times. 
· Have participants return to their tables. 

   OPTIONS:

· Each table group chooses one preferred guiding principle.

· Participants read the paragraph in the framework and discuss daily experiences that they have related to that guiding principle.

· Next, each table group has 8-10 minutes to develop a representation of their guiding principle using dance, music, art or drama.
· Each group has up to 60 seconds to present their creation to the full group.
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
