Activity 2
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Effective Scaffolding
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intent: 

The intent of this activity is to guide participants toward utilizing resources to scaffold teaching material, in order to provide literacy for all. 

OUTCOMES: 

Participants will become familiar with the content in evidence based state and federal resources. Participants will identify strategies to increase opportunities and access to literacy for all.

· Preschool Learning Foundations (PLF)
· Preschool Curriculum Framework (PCF)
· Center for Early Literacy Learning Practitioner Guides

· SWEET Tool Kit from SEEDS

· Providing Literacy for All handout
· Foundations strand table tents

Time: 30 minutes
Process: 

Preparing Activity:
· Create a label for each participant packet with one language and literacy strand written on it (listening and speaking, reading, or writing).  Since each label only has one strand on it, this will help create groups for the activity.

· Prepare one table tent for each individual strand (listening and speaking, reading, and writing).

Begin the Activity

· Help participants identify their strands and move to the corresponding table tent. 
· Next, invite participants to turn to the page that begins addressing their identified strand in the PCF.

· Each group will then decide which substrand(s) they would like to focus on. These choices should be based on interest.

· Guide participants to explore each of their resources (PCF, PLF, CELL, and the Sweet Tool Kit). 

· Allow 20 minutes for participants to use the resources and complete the handout. 

· When time is up, ask each table group to agree upon their favorite idea to share out with the entire group.

· Invite each group to share their ONE idea.  Following each group’s idea, put the following statements forward to the entire group: 
· Stand up if you think that this is a literacy strategy that will benefit a social outcome.
· Stand up if you think that this is a literacy strategy that will benefit an individual outcome.

Summary:

Ask participants to circle two ideas on their handout that they will try next week. 
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
