What to say when talking about a TRIANGLE
· Triangles have 3 sides

· All 3 sides are straight (not curved)

· All 3 sides are connected

· Triangles have 3 points or corners or angles

· Triangles can be different sizes, or point in different directions (orientation), some sides may be the same length, but they can all be different lengths, some triangles can be long and skinny

What NOT to say when talking about TRIANGLES
· Do not say that triangles have 2 points at the bottom and one at the top

· Do not say that triangles have a point in the middle

· Do not say that triangles have a flat bottom

· Do not say that triangles are pointy

· Do not say that triangles are like the open triangle used in a music class or a cone-shaped clown hat or a piece of pizza (with one curved side)

What to say when talking about a RECTANGLE
· Rectangles have 4 sides

· All  sides are straight (not curved)

· All  sides are connected

· The opposite sides on a rectangle are the same length

· Rectangles have 4 right angles

· Rectangles can be different sizes, or point in different directions (orientation), they can be can be long and skinny or they can look almost like a square

What NOT to say when talking about RECTANGLES
· Do not say that rectangles are long

· Do not say that rectangles have two long sides and two short sides
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
