Review concepts covered with Text Talk and Dialogic reading workshops and discuss how these strategies transfer easily to math.

Read the book “Let’s Eat” by Ana Zamorano.  Ask the participants to think about all the math related topics covered in this story.  Discuss after reading.  Weave these ideas into the 8 topics in middle section of handout.

Ideas-

#2- Work on table setting. Cooking activities-simple recipes children can follow.  Family puppets on tongue depressors. Ten in the Bed book and activity to talk about family size and sleeping arrangements.

#3-Create a class book about family meals or rituals around eating.

#4-Ask, “What would Momma do if no one came to dinner?”  “How could she make sure everyone came?”  Refer to the book, The Doorbell Rang by Pat Hutchins.  Demonstrate the many possibilities for problem solving and discussion about emotion and expression.

#5- Share that this book is a great stringboard for measuring just like Leo Lioni’s Inch by Inch.  Have children measure things with their traced foot, at home and at school.  Or they can use chain links. In Let’s Eat there are some great opportunities to expand on adding and taking away.  This would be fun with a flannel board set also.
#6- Math language- Introduce Open ended question handout and list of vocabulary on the back of main handout. In Let’s Eat there is some nice patterning with language, sequencing and reference to days of the week and time.

#7 Sometimes it’s fun to explore ideas with children such as “What if there were 4 Bears in Goldilocks and the 3 Bears? 
#8-Share ways that books can be made into class books such as Ten Black Dots, have the children make pictures with stickers dots.  Digital photography offers a lot of possibilities.  Take pictures of kids making numbers with their bodies, making numbers out of long snakes, boas or felt.  Make baggy books with zip lock bags.  Make number books of children holding different amounts of items.  Make family recipe books.
