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Recycling Game
Get Ready: 
· Space: Inside or outside
· Materials: 
· Recyclable materials placed around the play space. Materials should be clean and may include:

· Aluminum cans

· Newspaper

· Plastic bottles

· Other paper

Get Set:

· Place the materials in a recycling container/bin and pour them out around the play area.

· Place one recyclable material on the outside of a box as a sample and line up the boxes across the room, so the children have to move across the room to deliver a recycled material to the matching bin or cardboard box.
Go: 
· Direct the children to perform a movement action and pick up one thing and put it in the box that matches what they picked up.
· Children return to the starting point.
· Repeat with a new movement and continue until all the recyclables are placed in the boxes.
Tip:

· Have a list of words ready to call out: skipping, galloping, running, hopping (1 foot), jumping (2 feet), sliding, walking, marching, crab walking, etc.
· Although the game can be played inside the classroom, it is best to play in a large area if possible so children can move freely and quickly to get their heart rate up.
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
