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Get Ready:

· Space: Indoor or outdoor

· Materials:  
· 12 – 18 fish made of felt

· 12 – 18 empty soda cans
· Rope or string large enough to make a “pond” about 6-8 feet around. A blue or green plastic tarp will also work.
· 1-2 bean bags per child 

· 6-8 players

· Signal:  Blow a whistle or shake a tambourine, or other musical instrument, that children will be able to hear.

Get Set:

· Make a pond with the rope, string, or tarp.
· Spread out the cans in a random arrangement within the “pond.”

· Lay one fish on top of each can.

· Children spread out and stand around the pond with a few beanbag.
Go:

· Explain that the fish were swimming and got stuck on the cans and need to get back into the water in order to live. The children can help the fish by throwing the beanbags at the cans and knocking the fish back into the water.

· Give a signal that lets the children know when to begin.

· Children throw beanbags until all fish are knocked into water.  Children can run in and pick up beanbags while the game is playing.

· Use signal to stop the throwing when the fish are all in the water.

· Ask children to set up the fish again and repeat the game.

Tips:

· You can set up smaller groups around the space by making multiple ponds that are a bit smaller.
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
