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ZOO-mers Parade
Background:

The ZOO-mers parade is a great way for children to be active physical players and engage in an interesting and meaningful topic. Children love to choose the animal they will be and decide how that animal will walk in the parade. 
Get Ready:

· Space: Indoors or outdoors

· Materials: 

· Masking or other color tape if inside or chalk if outside
· Optional: Pictures of animals
· Optional: Music or musical instruments for children to play
Get Set:
· Explain the idea of the ZOO-mers parade to the children; e.g., “We will all be different animals at the zoo for this parade.”
· Demonstrate the route of the ZOO-mers parade.  Make the route zig and zag around the area using tape or sidewalk chalk 

Go:
· Ask children to choose the zoo animal they will be and have them think about how the zoo animal might walk. 
· When the zoo animals are ready, start the music and let the parade begin. 

· As children walk around, call out different ways to walk such as slow, fast, on tiptoe, standing tall, walking low, etc.
· Use music to let children dance around the path.  
Tip:

· Share pictures of animals that children might see in a zoo, if you need some additional ideas.
· Although the game can be played inside the classroom, it is best to play it in a large area if possible so children can move freely and quickly to get their heart rate up.
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
