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Reflect and Adapt 
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intent: 

Guide participants toward utilizing resources to scaffold teaching material in order to provide literacy for all. 

OUTCOMES: 

Participants explore the content in evidence based state and federal resources and identify strategies to increase opportunities and access to literacy for all. 

Materials Required:

· Breakout rooms
Time: 15 minutes

Process: 

Begin the Activity
· Assign each breakout room group a substrand of the language and literacy domain.

· Ask participants to assign one person that will share back with the whole group a summary of the strategies discussed in their breakout rooms.

· Invite participants to breakout rooms to discuss the questions found on the PPT slide.
· Discuss what strategies you would use to adapt this strand for children with diagnosed special needs.
· Think of examples of children you have worked with. 

· Have each group share strategies they discussed in the chat box or by raising their “hand” for a verbal share-out.
· Guide participants to explore each of their resources (PCF and PLF).
Summary:

Participants share strategies they have used and explore how strategies, specifically targeted for children with disabilities or delays, benefit all children. 
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
